These stories are sprinkled with songs & music on a 5-string
banjo, flutes, harmonica, rhythm bones, and drums. The
debut performance was at the 2023 Woodford Folk Festival.
Jan 'Yarn' Wositzky OAM grew up listening to stories of his
Czech-Scots family. He co-founded the much loved band,
The B u s h w a c k e r s , a n d so to a fifty plus year career of
storytelling, in theatre, radio and TV, oral history books with
Aboriginal people 'up north' and many Australian history
s h o w s in s c h o o l s .

Penny Glass grew up in a storytelling Aus-Polish-Jewish
family. After studying drama at the VCA, she has worked in
community & political theatre in Australia & Chile and co-
